SHOWER & EYE WASH

If infectious or chemical substances splashes on any part of your body, go
immediately to emergency eyewash and shower station.

First, in case of splashing the substance in the eyes, bend the head and place it
in front of the eyewash station.

Press the lever so that the water flows at the right speed.

Using your fingers to keep your eyes open and rotate the eyeballs in all
directions for at least 15 minutes.

Then stand under the shower, the shower head is activated by pulling a lever or
pressing a button.

The contact time for biological and chemical hazards are at least 15 and 20
minutes, respectively.
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
